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Prayer Summit Model Simplified

A. Welcome

1. Psalm 42:1-2; 84:1-2,10-11; 133:1-3

2. Orientation

    a. Off-duty; digital fasting; eliminate and concentrate

    b. Confidentiality: what we pray/say here, stays here; safe, grace place

    c. Facilitators serve as river guides, but God is the river of grace; serve as symphony tuners, but God is the orchestra conductor

        d. Stay in stream, stay in harmony; Ephesians 5:18-21. Does the song, prayer, or Scripture I am about to share actually fit best now? Prefer/defer to one another.

    3. Off-loading prayer: groups of three. Each share for one minute your initial needs and pray for one another.

    4. Praise: Psalm 132

    5. Worship songs

    6. Break for hour to rest: Shabbat Shalom!

B. Communion

    1. Ask several to pray for direction, protection, and manifest presence of God

    2. Worship songs

    3. Ezekiel 44:15-18: come near to minister blessing to the Lord; God does not need your sweat; seek Him and find rest in the inner court

    4. Psalm 134: “barakah” mutual exchange of soul blessing that brings mutual benefit

    5. Minister love songs to Jesus as prepare for Table of the Lord

    6. Come to table alone, to seek God personally. After everyone is served, come to table with 2-3 others, to commune together.

C. Solitude Hour to Listen and Respond

    1. All commit to hour of external silence and internal audience with God; find quiet place for reflection and meditation

    2. Recommend one passage from which all will glean/harvest: Romans 12, Ephesians 3-4, Philippians 3:1-4:9, 2 Corinthians 3:7-4:18

    3. What are you saying to me, Lord? What do you want me to become or do?

    4. Return after one hour to share “I” statements. God’s Word spoke to me…

D. Small Prayer Circles

    1. Gather men together and women together.

    2. Share gift of personal need. Pastors suffer from sheep bite, competition, fear of failure.

    3. Say it. Pray it. Then, pray for each other.

    4. Don’t counsel each other; pray for one another.

E. Mountain Moving Prayer

    1. Set three chairs in center, spaced so that several can gather around each chair

    2. Family members: parents/grandparents praying for lost children

    3. Marriages to be rescued, restored; confession and repentance; attitude adjustment

    4. Churches to become houses of prayer for all nations; board members, leaders

    5. Mark 11:22; Isaiah 42:14, 66:9; Zechariah 4:6-7 

    6. Ask each of the three in chairs to speak his/her need in 30 seconds. Then, invite people to gather around each of the three who shared. Ask person who shared to pray first, then others agree. 

F. Revival, Renewal

    1. Mediate on Psalm 80, 85 silently. Then, pray out, cry out for renewal. 

    2. Pray Scripture themes about revival, renewal, fresh outpouring of Holy Spirit.

    3. Invite next generation leaders under age 40 to come and kneel; surround with prayer for renewal

    4. Invite university admin, faculty, staff, students, trustees to come and kneel; surround with prayer for renewal

    5. Invite retired ministers to come and sit; surround with prayer for renewal

G. Next Steps

    1. Gather in trios. Give thanks to God for what He has done during these days/hours. Pray stretch prayers from favorite Bible promises about faith or hope.

    2. John 17:20-23 organic oneness, harmony, unity.

    3. Initiate and sustain a “house of prayer for all nations”:

    
a. In every church globally: age-appropriate for children, youth, and adults.

    
b. In every district gathering: conventions, assemblies, retreats, conferences.

    
c. In every regional and global gathering: general board, board of general    
superintendents, general conventions and assemblies, regional NYC’s, 
college/seminary conferences, evangelism and theology conferences.

    
d. In every department of our Global Ministry Center. 

e. A “house of prayer for all nations” includes people gathering for prayer in any place, time, number, and means of communication. Many prayer emphases can become 24-7 prayer gatherings periodically. Emphasize fasting with prayer frequently.
    4. Host prayer summits with church boards, Sunday School classes, congregations, zone pastors, districts
    5. Collaborate and network more proactively with existing prayer movements and resources in the greater Body of Christ: global day of prayer, national days of prayer, prayer for the persecuted church, prayer through the 10/40 window, world week of prayer, intercessory congress satellite links, as well as other viable prayer strategies.
    6. Participate more collaboratively with citywide prayer movements. Encourage churches to host citywide concerts of prayer and citywide prayer walks within the greater Body of Christ. Sponsor your pastor to attend an annual pastors’ prayer summit with other leaders within the greater Body of Christ in a major city nearby.
    7. Conclude in tight circle, arms around shoulders, singing songs such as: Revive Us Again or It Is Well with My Soul.
